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Earlier Is Not Always Better—Jared Johnston 

“We Believe”—John Denney 

 Recently I came across some 
material containing some alarming 
statistics I wish to pass along to 
every young parent. Because I 
have a little girl and often pray 
about the parent that I am and con-
tinue to grow into as she grows, 
and the little girl that she will be-
come, I find myself very cautious 
in regards to what is seeking to 
destroy young girls. 
 The Executive Director for the 
Care Net Centers in Amarillo, 
Texas, documented some alarming 
statistics regarding teenage preg-
nancy. When a girl begins dating 
in sixth grade, 91% of the time, 
she will engage in the act of forni-
cation by graduation. However, the 
percentage of girls committing 
fornication before graduation is 
reduced to 20% of the time, if the 
girl waits until she is in the tenth 
grade before beginning to date. It 

was also alarming to hear that the 
prime time that teenagers are com-
mitting fornication during the day 
is four p.m. (after school, and be-
fore parents get home from work). 
 We must be so careful as par-
ents about giving our children too 
many liberties too early. Surely we 
can see the dangers of granting our 
children various freedoms before 
they are mature enough to face the 
responsibilities that come with 
such liberties. It‘s not a matter of 
being trustworthy, but one of being 
trust-ready. 
 I‘m equally as concerned about 
mothers who seem to be pushing 
their girls to grow up too soon. It‘s 
obvious in the way these girls 
dress, the movies they‘re allowed 
to watch, the music they‘re listen-
ing to, and the apparent lack of 
supervision. Too often this is 
viewed as harmless fun, innocent 

―school girl‖ activity, or even cute. 
Be careful parents – the numbers 
tell a different story. 
 Let‘s not be deceived by Sa-
tan‘s devices nor ignorant with 
reference to what our kids are   
doing and who their friends are. 
Remember, earlier is not always 
better.

It is common to hear our friends 
say, ―What does the church of 
Christ teach about this or that?‖  
They are thinking of us as a      
denomination and that we all use 
the same ―creed book‖ in deter-
mining exactly what we believe.  
Thus, when we point people back 
to just the Bible for answering 
their questions, it just doesn‘t 
make sense to them.  They are re-
ally just interested in our opinions 
and how we ―feel‖ about   reli-
gious matters. 
Members of the churches of Christ 
do not wish to offend anyone, nor 
suggest that we have some hidden 
truth, known only among          
ourselves.  However, we do      
believe that we do teach and   
practice truths which other church-
es do not.  The Bible is the in-
spired Word of God and we be-
lieve it from one cover to the oth-
er.  Our faith is in the Lord and in 
His truth contained in the  Scrip-
tures.  “Sanctify them in Thy truth; 

Thy word is truth” (John 17:17).  
Thus, we don‘t poll churches or 
see what the majority thinks—but 
rather what does the Bible say 
about it?  Christ is the solid voice 
of authority, therefore we do not 
need to wait for a decision, confer-
ence, convention, president, or the 
Pope, in determining what is truth. 
For example, the New Testament 
teaches that there is but one way 
for one to become a Christian, and 
that is by: (1) Faith in God, Christ, 
and the Bible, (2) Repentance from 
all sin, (3) Confession of faith in 
Christ as the Son of God, (4) Bap-
tism by burial in water, in the 
name of the Father, Son, and Holy 
Spirit.  This baptism must be for 
the remission of sins. (Heb. 11:6; 
Luke 13:3; Matt. 10:32,33; Rom. 
6:3-5; Acts 2:38; Mk. 16:16).  
When one has obeyed from the 
heart these simple commandments, 
Christ‘s blood washes away past 
sins and one is added by Christ to 
His church (Gal. 3:27; Eph. 1:7; 

Acts 2:47).   
The same is true in worship of the 
Lord‘s church.  We point people to 
just follow the pattern found in the 
New Testament (John 4:24).  Sing-
ing (Col. 3:16); Praying (Acts 
2:42); Partaking of the Lord‘s Sup-
per (Acts 20:7; I Cor.11:23-29); 
Studying of God‘s Word (II Tim. 
2:15); and Contributing, as pros-
pered, for the work of the church (I 
Cor. 16:1-2).  In order to do these 
things, the church assembles to-
gether (Heb. 10:25; Rev. 1:10).   
Our desire is not to be similar to, 
but identical with the church de-
scribed in the New Testament.  
Let‘s be sure ―we believe‖ what 
the Bible says and point people to 
it!
