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Let it Snow, Let it Snow, and Let it Go!—Jared Johnston

At the FHU Lectures the
snow came falling, and falling,
and the next morning we awoke
to more snow. Snow that was
welcomed a week ago was
shunned one week later. Let’s
look at what the Bible say about
Snow.

First, most of the uses of
snow are comparisons. Several
passages speak of leprosy causing
a person’s skin to appear —as
white as snow. There are also
numerous references to robes or
garments being —white as snow.
God is spoken of to Job as the
source of snow. Benaiah, one of
David’s mighty men, killed a

lion in a pit—impressive

enough—and did it on a snowy
day!

Perhaps with the prob-
lems caused by snow this week
would line up with the snow
reference in Proverbs 31. The
virtuous there has
worked and prepared for her

woman

family so that when the snow
comes, she does not fear for her
family (verse 21).

The verse that I want to
think about with you today,
however, is Psalm 51.7: “Wash
me, and I shall be whiter than
snow.” These words of David
were written from a penitent
heart following his confronta-
tion with Nathan. He was forced

to admit his affair with Bathshe-
ba and his murder conspiracy to
cover that affair. He talks about
the blackness of his sin, and the
detrimental effects of that sin on
every area of his life. The thing
he desired most from God was a
clean heart, one that had been
washed pure from sin. When
you think of the blinding white-
ness of the snow, letit remind
you of the cleansing that God
provided you by the blood of
Jesus. When you see the dirty
snow piled on the side of the
road, be reminded of what sin
will do again to the purified life.
In Him Always.

The Book of Books—uJohn Denney

I am really enjoying our Wednes-
day evening Bible classes and our
adult teachers teaching the books
of the Old Testament. They are
doing a great job overviewing a
book each week. We have some
wonderful teachers at Chase Park
and I want them to know how
much I appreciate each of them! I
don’t know of another congrega-
tion which has so many willing to
teach in our adult program.

The Bible remains the best book
this world has ever seen and there
will never be another book of it! It
merits our reverence, our respect,
our love, our belief, and our com-
plete submission and obedience.
Without this book of books, we
would be lost and wandering hope-
less in this world. God knew we
needed a book, His book, as a map
and guide to direct our paths while
we are here in earth. This match-
less book identifies itself as divine
law (Psa. 119:97; James 1:25), the
Word of God himself (Heb. 4:12; 1

Pet. 4:11), inspired Scripture (II
Tim. 3:16), and truth in total com-
pleteness (Jn. 17:17; II Tim. 3:17).
The Bible likens itself to a sword
(Eph. 6:17), a fire and hammer
(Jer. 23:29), a seed (Lk. 8:11), and
lamp and light (Psa. 119:105).

As God’s written word, the Bible
provides life (Psa. 119:50; James
1:18), cleanses (Psa. 119:9), puri-
fies our souls (I Pet. 1:22), con-
verts and saves us (Psa. 19:7;
James 1:21), and will someday
judge us (Jn. 12:48).

The Bible stands apart from the
books of men in that it is inerrant
(Psa. 19:7), verbally and wholly
inspired of God (II Tim. 3:16) and
eternal (Matt. 24:35). While other
works require constant revision,
this book is every bit as relevant
today as it was when first etched
out by the inspired writers. It has
never been outdated! Nobody but
God could have written such a
book! (Jn. 1:1).

Through the ages, many have

respected the Bible, while other
have rejected it.  Some have
waged war against it, some have
been apathetic toward it, and some
have loved and cherished it. King
Jehoiakim burned the Bible of his
day in a fit of rebellion (Jer.
36:23). King David, in contrast,
loved God’s word to the point of
making it his constant meditation
(Psa. 11:97).

Today, as it has been from the
beginning, the Bible is the answer
for living upon this earth and hav-
ing an abundant life...not only in
this life and will lead to a eternal
life (Jn. 10:10). See why we en-
courage everyone to read it daily.
