I’d like to take this oppor-
tunity to tell all our members about
the Spiritual Highlight of our Youth
Group’s Year: Horizons.

What is Horizons?

Horizons is a week-long spir-
itual experience for Christian leaders
in grades 6-12 held each summer on
the campus of Freed-Hardeman Uni-
versity. This year we’ll be celebrating
our 30th year the week of July 4-9.
It’s been an incredible 30 years of
impacting young leaders, and the fo-
cus that created the program continues
to this day as we strive to build an
encouraging environment that works
to equip young church leaders. Hori-
zons is directed by David Powell, As-
sistant Dean of the School of Biblical
Studies. He has assisted more than
100 counselors and teachers. I act as
both a counselor in the Farrow Hall
dormitory (13yr.-15yr. boys), and one
of the boys class teachers.

What’s the point?
This year our theme is

‘Directions.’ It’s about where you’ve
been in your spiritual life, where you
are now and where you want to go
next in your spiritual journey. Navi-
gating life can sometimes be difficult,
especially if you don’t have any
direction. This week we’ll use the
Bible as our compass to get headed in
the right direction.
What’s it like?

Each day is filled with excit-
ing classes, activities, games, group
discussion and more. This year we’ll
even have the opportunity to take part
in real-life service projects. Each night
we’ll hear dynamic speakers and wor-
ship with other Christian teenagers.
We’ll get to spend time at the coffee-
house, play ball or join in on any of
the other countless activities that you
won’t want to miss.

Where will we be staying?
Each night we’ll call one of
FHU’s dormitories our home. There
you’ll find a supportive group of
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counselors and friends who’ll help
make your week at Horizons one that
you’ll never forget.

Daily classes provide insight
and excellent instruction on Christian
leadership, service, spiritual growth
and current issues. They are designed
to equip and inspire leaders like our
young people here at Chase Park.

Why would Jesus commend the
man for being close to the king-
dom, if being in the kingdom is
not necessary? To be in the king-
dom is to be in the church (Matt.
16:18-19; Col. 1:13-18).  One
needs to be in the kingdom (the
church) because the church is
composed of the saved (Acts
2:47). This teaches that, contrary
to the thinking of some, church
membership (being in the king-
dom) is vital. The fact is Jesus
said one cannot be saved without
being in the kingdom (John 3:3-5).
That the scribe was near the king-

dom says something about his
character. It was good that the
man was not wasting his life
indulging in the works of the flesh
and living ungodly. However, the
sad reality is, as far as we can tell
from the Scriptures, the man never
hctuadlyrenteted the kikgdom. gHe
was so close! Yet, being near the
kingdom because of one’s good
moral character does not put one
“in” the kingdom. How sad for
onetobe” al most
(Acts 26:28). The song says,
“Almost cannot avail; almost is
but to fail.” What a tragedy!
Remember, Jesus is coming back
for the saved in His kingdom!
(1 Cor. 15:24).
